McFarland

3. Artin Public Places re: the Skate Park - Craig
Mount

Council Member Craig Mount, of City of Sierra Vista City Council,
talked about revitalizing the skate park, mixing ideas among
commissions to make it more family friendly and accessible to
everyone. Council Member Mount also posed the question, “Can
something be done artistically to keep people from writing graffiti on
the walls and trashing the grounds?” A lengthy discussion between

CounciFMember Craig Mount and the commission took place. Victoria———
Yarbrough shared information that there was a discussion a couple of
years ago, where staff was trying to put together a public art project
about doing public art at the skate park; there were a lot of concerns
and it didn't have the support of the Council at that time. Victoria
said, “If we have the Council’s support to do it (public art at the Skate
Park), that would be fantastic.” Council Member Craig Mount said if he
has a couple of commissions interested in working on this, he will work
on getting the Council’s support in getting a project organized. Tanya
Biami suggested getting a key person from each commission or
whichever commissions that would be interested, to get together to
work on this project. Victoria Yarbrough suggested sending an email
to the commissions, within the Leisure & Library Services, and then
reaching out to the other commissions within the city. No further

4. Art in Public Places re: Public Art in the Council
Chambers at City Hall - Victoria Yarbrough

Victoria Yarbrough made a presentation to the commission by inviting
their help in developing a public art project for City Council Chambers
at City Hall. It was noticed the walls are very bare and the same
color, and presently, the Council meetings are all streamlined on the
internet, which is motivation to liven up the Council Chambers;
however, she also stated it could be much more than that and Victoria
said, * We have some really good artists in the community.” If anyone
hasn't seen the chambers in some time, Victoria invited them to take a
look. Victoria proposed the commission put together a public art
project which would promote a hanging display of rotating art at the
City Council Chambers. The commission would also decide who would
be invited, what types of art would be displayed, and how long the art
would be displayed (3 months or 6 months), to include managing the
display project; then the commission would make a recommendation
to Council. Elizabeth Horning stated she would bring the idea to the
Huachuca Art Association. Renae Humburg stated she would like to
see school students involved, especially in March, as it is Art month.
